A new exhibition by artist Derek Hill will be on display to the public at the Myles Meehan Gallery in Darlington Arts Centre from Friday 28th August to Saturday 10th October. 

Flaw is the artist’s take on the unenviable task of pursuing the art of perfection. Derek Hill’s paintings are created using industrial paint and solvents with traditional oil painting, a technique that has evolved into a language of its own.  Some of the work appears almost three dimensional because of their rich luminous quality, which becomes transformed under both natural and artificial light.

After travelling extensively Hill contracted a disease diagnosed as streptococcus septicaemia, type A bacteria, which is very rare and almost claimed his life.  He has taken inspiration from this experience when developing his practice exploring the paradox of using industrial processes, which often involves using toxic and combustible materials, to achieve something alive and organic.
Hill is also the co-founder and lead artist of the Art Studio in Sunderland, where he has been based since 1986. 

There will be a preview of his work on Thursday 27th August 6pm to 8pm. There will also be a free gallery talk on Friday 28th August at 12 noon until 1pm. All are welcome. 
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
